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2. Breach of Provisions of the PUD Designation

-If at any time any provision or requircment stated in the planned unit development designation has been

breached by the Owner/Developer, the County may withhold approval of any or all site plans or plat
maps, or (he issuance of any or all grading or building permits or occupancy permits applied tot he
Property, until such breach has been remedied; provided however, that the County shail not take
affirmative ‘action on account of such breach until it shall have first notified the Owner/Developer in
wnung and afforded the Owncrchvelopcr a rcasonablr. opporrunny to rewedy same.
