The provisions of the plarned unit designation and the development plan relating, w the use of fand
and the location of common open space shall run in favor of Summit County and shall be enforceable -
at law of i equity by the Connty without limitation on any power or regulation otherwise granted by
law. Gther provisions of the planned unit development designation and the development plan shatl
run in favor of the residents, occupants and owners of the planried unit developmeat, but only to the -
extent expressly provided in, and in accordance with the termis of, the planned uait deyelopment -
designation and the development plan, Provisions not expressly stated as running in favor of the -
residents, occupants or owners of the planned unit development shall run in favor of the County. -~ -
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Breach af Pravisions of PUD Designation

If any tinie any provision or requirements stated in the planned unit development cesignation has been
breached by the Owner/Developer, the County may withhold approval of any er ail site plans or plat
maps, or the issuance of any or all grading or building permits or occupancy permiis applied for en
the Prop=rty, until such breach has been remedied; provided, however, that the County shull not take
affirmative action on account of such breach until it shall have frst notified the Owner/Developer in
writing and afforded the Owner/Developer a reasonable opportunity to remedy the same,

Binding Effect

‘The PUD Designation shall run with the land and be binding upon the Owner/Developer, thelr
rmpectwe successors, represenitatives and assigns, and all persons who may hereafter acquire an
interest in the Property or any part thereof, with the exception that provisios of this desighation may -
be modified through an amendment in accordarce with the procedu[e' stated in the County
Development Review Procedures. This designation shall be recorded in order to put prospect-ve
purchasers or other interested persons on notice as to the terms contained herein.

Amendn.cnts

Amendments to the provisions of a planned unit development designation shall be reviewed and acted
upon as 3 rezoning application, subject o the County’s procedures for zuning amendments and to the -
requirement for findings under the Planned Unit Development Act of 1972 at CRS 24-67-106(3)(b)..
