THE RANCH AT BRECKENRIDGE
PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT DESIGNATION

This Flanned Unit Development Designation, to be known as fhe Ranch @& Bieckeniidge is opproved this
23th day of November, 1992 by the Board of County Cornmissioners of Summit County, Coloracto,
hereinatier reterned to os the "County,” for certain feal properly located in Surmmit County and described
in cftached Exhibit A, hereinafier referred 1o as the "Properly.* This designadion estoblishes the general uses
which shall be pennitted on the Property, a general developrment plan and a stalement of development
guidelines and conditions which must be adhered o by The Denali Land Group hereinatter refered to as
the "CwrierfDevelopes." This dasignalion aGlso spacifies impiovements which: must be made and conditions
which must be fuliiled in conjunclion with ihis designation by the OwnerfDieveioper.

A. PERMITIED USES AND DEVELOPMENT PLAN

Use and development of the propery shall be in accordance with the Development Flan attached
I erato as Exhibit B and the following specific requiremenis:

1. Pemmitied Uses

Pemnitied uses shall be os follows: Twenty-eight {28) single fomily residentiol uniis and one restored
historical cobin to be used as an entry feafure No cabins may be tsed for residences or other
puposes. Cther historic cabins may be restored in cooperation wih the Summit Histoical Society.

Accessory and Conditional Uses

Allowable accesscty and/or conditional uses shalt be those uses desciibed as Gacessory and/or
conditional uses in ihe RU (Rurdl Residential} zone distict in Section 3404 of the Summit County
Land Use and Development Code now in effect of hewatier amended except as ofherwise
stated in “his document. Approval of accessory andior conditionol uses shall go through ihe

sarme process and procedures s described in the Summit County Land Use and Development
Code.

Accessory Apariments

Atotal of 18 accessory apaitments meeting ot requirerr 2nis of Section 3801 are peimitted uses.
Accessory apartmnents shall be dilocated on a filst-come first-seve basis. Approval shall be issued
at the time building pemmits are issued. I additional waler rghis are obtained, additional
accessary apatments may be pemnitted.

Anirmal Kesspoing

Anirnal keeping sholl be reslicted the some os in the RU zone distict as desciibed in the Summit
County Land Use and Developmeni Code, Section 3802, as now in effect or hereafter amended
except as othemwise stated In this document. Dogs shall be restiained ot all times by means of
fenced yard, pen, wun or leash.
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DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS
1. Buiding Height

Building heights shall not exceed 35 feet as deiined in ihe Summit County Long Use and ‘
Development Code, :

2, Setbacks

Setbacks for structures shalt be 50 fest fiom all properly lines except s My be provided by the
building envelopes established on the tinal subdivision piat for the property. K

3. Poking

No parking shall be allovied within any Counly road ight-of-way of common driveway, At lecst .
two parking spaces for each dweling unit shall be provided in cenformance with all requirements ;
of the Surnmit County Land Use and Development Cocle, ,

4. Desgnctad Open Spoce Areas

q.  Openspoce aredss: Areos outside of designated bullding envelopes shall remain open and
free from all improvements except landscoping, utiities ard access routes.
b. Pubkc use arecs:  Pusuant fo Section 8601 of the Summit County Lana Use and ]
Development Code he Owner/Develoger is tequired 10 provide kands for public use. The
Owner/Developer shall dedicale o five acre parcel around the Sallie Barber Mine site and
a ten-foot-wide public pedesiian/bicycle easements In the areas indicated on Exhibit 5. Al
dedication or improvements shall be in lieu of the paymernt of Public Use Area Fees. Such
credit shall meet all requirements of Section 8601.

REQUIRED IMPROVEMENTS

PUDIIC utiiies, ‘mprovements ond services are 1o be piovided in the development of the property as
set forth in this section. Detalled specifications and ime schedutes for thelr construction shall be set

forth in the Improverments Agreement required as a condition of final plaf approval. All utility ines will
be located underground,

1. Access

Access fo the property and ol building sites shalt be provided by roads and diiveways built to alt
County standards including grade and site distance.  Final road designs shall be approved by
the Count’y Engineer prior to approval of final plat.  The County reserves the right fo accept or
reject respensivility for road meintenance on all dedicated pubic 1oads.

Water Systermns

Water supply shall be provided by on-site wells subiect to approval by the State Division of Water
Resources. The water supply systern shall provide adequate fire flows as determined by the Red,
White and Blue Fire Distict in accord with fire mitigation reguirements.

Sowor Syslems

Sewage disposal shall be provided by on-site sepiic systems subject fo the approval of tha
County Ervironmental Health Division,
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Fre Protection

The entie property I5 ocated within the Red, White and Biue Fire Piotection Distict. All
cdevelopment on the properly shall meet all fie piotection requirements of the Distict in
accordaence with fire mitigation requiternents, *

5. Laendscoping/Mackimation

Reclomation of distuibed areas including mine sites, explotation holes and tailings areas located
near icads and homesites shall be completed prior to approvat of a final plat for the property or
provided for in the subdivision improvements agreement as may be requited by the County
Engineer. Al distudoed arecs shall receive a minimum of four inchas of topsoll and short
giass/peiennial flowet mix. A landscape plan shall be provided for County approval prior fo
issuance of grading permits.  Cut or fill spoaces greater than 2:1 shall receive erosion contol
nelting.

& Noriin Fufsr Plocer and Bakdy Rood improvaments

The OwnerDeveloper acknowledges ihe improvemants to North Fuller Piacer Baldy Road will be
necessary in the future. It is undersiood that the developear and other adjacent landowners will
benefit from any improvement of Baldy Rood. The Owney/Developer agress fo participate in any
focal improvemenits distiict formed to upgrade Baldy Road o record a covenant for each
property ownership in the subdivision requiing eoch lot to foin o fulure improvement district
formed by the County to improve Baldy Road,

E. ZLNERAL PROVYISIONS
1. Enforcement

The provisions of the planned unit designation and the devealopment plan relating to the use of

land ard the location of common open space shak run In fovol of Summit County and shall be

enforceadle at law of In equity by the County without limitation on any power of regulation 4
otherwise granted by law. Other provisions of ihe planned unit development designation and the
devsiopment plan shall run in favor of the residents, occupants and owners of the planned unit
development, but only fo the extent expressly provided In, and in accordance with the terms of,
the planred unit development designation and the developrestt plan,  Provisions not expressly
slated assunning In favar of the residents, oceupants or owners of the planned unit developrent
shall run in favor of the County.

Breach of Provisions of PUD Designation

if af any time any provision o requirements stated in the planned unit development designation
has been breached by the Owner/Developer, the County may wEhhold approval of any or all site
plans or plat maps, or the issuance of any or alf grading or building pemmits or occupancy permits
applied for on the Property, until such breach has been rernedied; provided, however, that the
County shall not icke affimative action on aeeount of such brecch untit it shall have fist nolified

the Ownex/Developer in wiiting and afforded the CwnerfDeveloper a reasonabie cpponunity o
remedy the same.
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3. Binding Effect

Th= PUD Designation shall un with the lond and ke binding upon the QOwner/Developer, thelr
tespective successors, representatives and assigns, and il peisons who may hereafter aoquiie
an Interest in the Property or any part thereof, with the excepti n that provisions of this designation
may be medified through an amendment in accordanc 2 with the procedure stated In the
County Development Review Procedures. This designaiion shall ba recorded in order to put
prospective purchasers of other Interested persans on nclice os to the temns contained hetain,

4. Amendments
Amendmenis to the provisions of a planned unit development designation shall be reviewed and
acled upon as Q rezoning application, subject to the County's procedures for 20ning

amendments and to the requirernent for findings under the Planned Unit Development Act of
1972 at CRS 24-67-106[3)(b). '

5. Nciices

All notices required by this designation shall be in wiling and shalt be either hand-delivered or sent
by certified mall, retum receipt requested, postage prepaid, as follows:

Either
party, by nolice so given, may change the address 1o wiich future notices shall be sent,

4. Entire Designation

This designation contalns all provisions ond requiremenis Incumbent upon the Owner/Developer
relative to The Ranch at Breckenridge Plonned Unit Development, except as modified by
sucsequent action of the Board of County Commissiones in accerdance with procedures set
feith in the Summili County Land Use and Development Code and 1he Colorado Pianned Unit
Development Act {CRS 24-67-106) for amending planned unit developments, and except that
nothing containe<t herein shall be constiued as waiving any requirements of the Summit County
Lard Use and Development Code or other reguiations otharwise applicable o the development
of the Property.
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7. EileCtive Daje

This designation must be signed by both the Summit County Board of County Commissioners and
the Owner/Develcper and must be recorded by the Summil County Clek and Recorder in order
to become effective. The effective date shall be the date of recaidation.
