Temporary Building Incentive Program Extended
Summit County, Colorado - Following a discussion Tuesday, the Board of County Commissioners announced a two-week extension of the Building Incentive program that was scheduled to end on July 15.  The intent of the program is to help fuel the local economy by providing free building permits for small scale building projects, and permit fee reductions of $500 for all others.  

Originally planned for June 8 - July 15, the Commissioners felt the benefits to the construction community and property owners around the county were well worth the additional time.  

The Building Incentive program will now be effective through July 31, 2009.  It will provide free building permits for all construction with valuation up to $35,000 for work being done within unincorporated Summit County and permit fee reductions of $500 for all others.  While there may be other fees that apply depending on the work being done, the building permit is by far the largest, and should have the most impact on accelerating work that may have been contemplated but delayed due to the lagging economy.
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
