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Summit County Schedules Recpath Improvements
Summit County, Colorado- Improvements to the Ten Mile Canyon Recpath at Wheeler Flats are scheduled to begin September 14 and continue into October. Approximately 3,000 feet of asphalt surface will be removed and replaced. Columbine Hills Concrete, Inc., on behalf of Summit County Open Space and Trails Department, will complete the work. The improvements are part of Summit County’s twenty-year maintenance schedule for the recpath system and will extend the life of the pathway system.

“This project replaces a section of the recpath that is in poor condition,” said James Lindenblatt, Road and Bridge Asset Technician. “It improves safety for recpath users, and enhances their recreational experience. The contractor will make every effort to have the project completed ahead of schedule, weather permitting.”

During construction, the recpath will be closed to all uses, from Officer’s Gulch to Wheeler Flats. The recpath will be open during non-construction hours and on weekends. Pathway users can use the Summit Stage to get around the closed segment. Summit Stage buses run twice per hour from 6AM to 6PM and every hour after 6PM. The buses can accommodate up to three bicycles each on a first come, first serve basis. No tandems or kid tag-a-long bicycles are allowed. Bikes cannot be placed on board buses. “This work is critical to improve the recpath facility and provide a smoother ride for cyclists and other pathway uses,” said Brad Eckert, Open Space and Trails Resource Specialist. “We thank the recpath users for their patience during these repairs.”
