Voluntary Non-Safety-Related Recall of Specific Batches of MedImmune Nasal Spray Vaccine for 2009 H1N1 Influenza
Summit County, Colorado- MEDIA RELEASE FROM SUMMIT COUNTY PUBLIC HEALTH

MedImmune, performs routine, ongoing stability testing of the H1N1 vaccine. Stability testing means measuring the strength or potency of the vaccine over time to make sure it does not go below a pre-specified limit during the vaccine’s “shelf life.” On December 18 and 21, the manufacturer notified CDC and FDA that the potency in 13 batches (called “lots”) of nasal spray vaccine had decreased below that limit or were at risk of falling below that limit within the upcoming week. Summit County has been identified as a provider that received some of the impacted lot numbers of this intranasal vaccine. At the time the vaccine was administered within Summit County the vaccine strength was within the normal potency range and will not affect how the vaccine works. There is no safety issue and no need to revaccinate individuals who received it.
