Susan Kirkpatrick, Executive Director of the Colorado Department of Local Affairs recently appointed Summit County Commissioner Thomas Davidson to serve on the Colorado Search and Rescue Fund Advisory Council.  Kirkpatrick noted, “your knowledge and expertise regarding county management issues will be an asset to this council, which provides invaluable advice to the Department of Local Affairs regarding administration of the Search and Rescue Fund.”

The Search and Rescue Fund was created in 1987 for the purpose of reimbursing political subdivisions and search and rescue organizations for the costs incurred in conducting search and rescue operations and to further provide funding for the purchase of search and rescue related equipment and training. The fund reimburses on actual operating expenses incurred by local governments and teams during search and rescue missions. Those expenses include reasonable costs incidental to search and rescue activities such as: fuel, repair and rental of motor vehicles, search and rescue aircraft, snowmobiles, boats, horses, generators and any other equipment necessary or appropriate for conducting search and rescue activities. 

According to Sheriff John Minor, “We have one of the most active search and rescue organizations in the state, which operates under the guidance of the Summit County Sheriff’s Office. Having a local voice on the council will be a great benefit to the county.”  

Commissioner Davidson adds this role to a growing list of appointments to statewide commissions and organizations where he is able to promote and protect the interests of the Summit County community.  Currently Davidson sits on the Colorado Emergency Fire Fund Committee, Colorado Counties Incorporated delegation to the National Association of Counties Public Lands Committee and the State of Colorado Salary Commission.  The diverse nature of these commissions are reflective of the breadth of Commissioner Davidson’s background and knowledge and the respect he has garnered at the state level. 
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
