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Summit County Building Incentive Program
Summit County, Colorado  -  The Board of County Commissioners on Friday announced a new program to help fuel the local economy by providing free building permits for the next month for small scale building projects, and permit fee reductions of $500 for all others.  
Board Chairman Bob French believes this program will “stimulate the local job market by providing an incentive to homeowners, small business owners and others to do work that’s been sitting on the drawing board.”  The goal is to provide a small boost to the building industry here in Summit County, from the carpenter to the electrician to the cashier at the local building supply store, with ripple effects countywide across many other businesses.  

The program is for work being done within unincorporated Summit County and will provide free building permits for all construction with valuation up to $35,000.  Permit fees for projects larger than $35,000 will be reduced by $500.  While there may be other fees that apply depending on the work being done, the building permit is by far the largest, and Commissioner Karn Stiegelmeier feels that this should have the most impact on accelerating work that may have been contemplated but delayed due to the lagging economy.  She went on to say that “this incentive is a great opportunity for property owners and others to complete projects because of the savings.”
The Incentive Program will begin immediately, and continue through July 15th.  “If the program has the effect we want,” said Commissioner Thomas Davidson, “the Board of County Commissioners may opt to extend it later into the summer to keep the momentum going.” 
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
