Summit County Wildfire Council Announces 2010 Hazardous Fuels Reduction Grant Program

Summit County, Colorado – Since 2006, the Board of County Commissioners, through the Summit County Wildfire Council, has provided matching grants to eligible homeowner groups to conduct hazardous fuels reduction projects.  According to Paul Cada of the Colorado State Forest Service, who administers the Summit County Hazardous Fuels Reduction Grant Program, over 500 acres of property within Summit County have been treated to remove the hazardous fuels since the program’s inception.  

Bob French, Summit County Commissioner and Chair of the Summit County Wildfire Council, lauds the success of the Hazardous Fuels Reduction Grant Program: “The Board of County Commissioners is committed to protecting the citizens of Summit County from the threat of catastrophic wildfire.  In 2008, Summit County voters demonstrated their commitment to wildfire protection by passing Resolution 1A, which among other things provides funds to support the Hazardous Fuels Reduction Grant Program.  The grant program helps concerned citizens to take action in protecting their neighborhoods as well as Summit County’s critical infrastructure and watersheds for their own and future generations.”  

The Summit County Hazardous Fuels Reduction Grant program is a competitive process with an emphasis on hazardous fuels reduction and homeowner action.  To help homeowner groups prepare effective fuels reduction projects and successful grant applications, the Wildfire Council will hold two workshops in March:
